3. Divide learners into at least three groups. 
4. Distribute a different envelope to each group and have the group answer the question on a piece of paper, 


fold it, and put it back in the envelope. 
5. Ask learners to pass the envelope to the next group and have that group answer the question. 
6. Have learners continue passing envelopes until all groups have answered the questions. Do not let groups 


look in envelopes until all groups have answered the questions. 
7. Ask learners to pass the envelopes one last time and have the group open the envelope.  Let each group 


read the responses, then pick the response they feel is best to read to the class. 
8. Facilitate a discussion about the “best” responses.

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Suggested Assessment 
1. Summarize the evidence 


a. Research Summary – Research has found that several transition practices such as establishing 
positive teacher-child relationships and coordinating transition supports between sending and 
receiving programs were associated with better adjustment and increased learning in the new setting 
for young children with and without developmental delays.  


b. Policies - Federal law supports transition planning for children leaving early intervention.  Professional 
guidelines also emphasize transition practices individualized to child and family needs. 


c. Experienced-based knowledge – Family members and practitioners stress the importance of clear 
communication and respectful partnerships among team members.  Transition practices such as 
home visits are recommended to ensure preparation and adjustment of children and families. 


2. Consider the unique context 
Tamiya’s new teacher has concerns about her ability to meet Tamiya’s needs as Tamiya transitions into her 
classroom.  She wants to work with Tamiya’s parents and the members of Tamiya’s early intervention team to 
help make this a successful transition and to help Tamiya adjust to the classroom.  Tamiya’s mother wants to 
help the new teacher learn about Tamiya’s specific needs so Tamiya can be engaged in her new classroom 
activities.  .   


3. Integrate the evidence and context 


We can conclude from the research, policies, professional guidelines, and experience from practitioners and 
families that the transition practices outlined are important to consider for every child.  However, we must be 
sure to individualize those practices for the unique child and family context.   


a. To support transition, sending and receiving practitioners need to communicate.  
This means Melanie B. (service coordinator) should be communicating with the team, and 
documenting important information in the transition plan. 


b. Engage the family in collaborative transition planning. 
Rosemary (mother) expressed an interest in a home visit and felt like it would be best for Tamiya 
to be introduced to her new teacher in an environment where she feels most comfortable.  The 
program doesn’t typically make home visits, but they should be flexible and meet this parent’s 
request. 


c. Identify the individual needs of the child and family. 
A classroom visit is important for the child, but Rosemary is concerned about Tamiya being 
scared.  Ideas should be considered on how to best conduct a classroom visit, like making sure 
the other children are not in the room.  Melanie A., the teacher, should use an observation guide 
with Rosemary to think about what adaptations she can make to the classroom setup to ease 
Tamiya’s transition.  Finally, since Rosemary’s schedule is flexible, a phase-in schedule should 
be developed that allows Tamiya to gradually increase the amount of time she spends in the 
program each day.

Phase-In Transition Days Plan should include the number of hours a day or number of days a week and over what 
period of time the child will be participating in the new setting and how the time will be increased to support their 
transition.  Guidelines for learners to consider in any scenario are:  encourage the family to come in and spend as 
much time as they can in the new setting to help the child transition;  listen carefully if the family has scheduling 
constraints due to their jobs, transportation, or other issues and respond appropriately; clearly communicate with 
the family any preplanned classroom events or possible staffing issues (e.g., lead teacher out for vacation, 
therapist only comes in on Tuesdays, etc.) that they may need to consider; and work together to set the phase-in 
schedule that starts with the time and activities of the day when the child is most comfortable.

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For the scenario provided in Activity 2.6a:  Learners might suggest a compromise between the 2 week phase-in 
schedule the family is wanting, and the 4 weeks that the teachers would prefer.  The teacher and family could 
agree to plan for a two week phase-in schedule and then evaluate how it is going at that time. Luke is a good 
eater so starting the phase-in schedule at breakfast time would avoid the large group time that he does not like.  
Teachers will communicate with the occupational therapist, so that she is available to assist for the first few 
mealtimes. Luke’s mom’s schedule should allow her to be in the classroom for short periods of time to support his 
engagement and model the use of his communication device.

Detailed Facilitator Instructions 
1. Provide access to handout. 
2. Ask learners to respond to the question: “What are some important 


considerations for compliance with transition requirements?” 
3. Provide feedback. 


Suggested Assessment 
1. Individualize and develop specific transition services and practices that address the needs of the family and 


the child. 
2. Consider the full range of services (e.g., child care) and supports the child and family will need across the day 


and week when they leave the current setting, especially if they are transitioning into a program that offers 
half-day or part-week services. 


3. Link families with other families that have been through the process so they can benefit from the experiences 
of others during transitions. 


Facilitation Tips 
• Learners can respond in class, online, or using the PDF form which can be printed, emailed, or submitted 


online. 
• Break into groups to discuss and respond. 
• Learners may need examples in advance of completing this activity. 
• Ask state agency representatives to speak to the class about Part B and C services in your state.
